There could be countless other victims who did not
report the crime.

To raise awareness about Domestic Violence, the State of Ohio is
participating in the 23rd annual National Domestic Violence
Awareness Month.

As we observe Domestic Violence Awareness Month, I urge
communities, businesses, local governments, law enforcement and
individuals to work together to stop violence in homes, schools
and the workplace.
