      WHEREAS, YOUNG PEOPLE CAN CHOOSE BETTER RELATIONSHIPS 
WHEN THEY UNDERSTAND THAT HEALTHY RELATIONSHIPS ARE BASED 
ON RESPECT AND LEARN TO IDENTIFY EARLY WARNING SIGNS OF AN 
ABUSIVE RELATIONSHIP; AND  
 
      WHEREAS, ELIMINATION OF DATING VIOLENCE MUST BE ACHIEVED 
THROUGH COOPERATION OF INDIVIDUALS, ORGANIZATIONS, AND 
COMMUNITIES, AND,
